
FUNDER... 

It's called funder because it's fun and its under! This game can be

fabulous to add to your recall repetoire and it also builds value in

proximity!

To play this game:

1. Get your dog and a handful of treats

2. Stand with your legs in an A shape

with your dog infront of you. Show

your dog a treat and bowl it between

your legs.

3. Once your dog has gone through

your legs, turn around to face them and

stand with your legs in an A shape

again.

4. When they look at you bowl another

treat between your legs

5. Repeat, Repeat, Repeat!

Once they've got into the pattern you

can jazz it up a bit by jogging away

from them before sending them under

your legs again to add in an element of

chase!

This game requires quite a bit of

confidence and some dogs might find

it a bit strange, if they do work on

'middle' for a little while first to get

them comfortable being under your

legs

To Jazz it up even more...

Instead of bowling the treat between

your legs, lure them around your body

in a circle and then throw the treat out

for them to chase. We call this tornado! 

 

Mix it up, sometimes asking for a

funder, sometimes spinning around like

a tornado...

Tornado is a great alternative to funder

if you've got little legs and a big dog!
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
